
     Developer to Request Expansion of Stoneybrook Growth Center 

Tim Bailey, owner and developer of the 60+ acres just north of Stoneybrook (the cow pas-
ture with the sink hole), has been holding community meetings with the people of Mount 
Dora ï I attended one on August 20, and others were held in July with the residents of 
Stoneybrook and Sullivan Ranch. Mr. Bailey is looking for public support in the effort to 
rezone his agriculturally zoned property to a combination of commercial, professional of-
fice and residential designations which he is calling ñThe Parks of Mount Dora.ò 
    
The TIS development committee met with him a few weeks ago and advised that we had 
to oppose any zoning changes to the property.  As part of the 2003 Agreement with Or-
ange County, the developers and the people of Tangerine, the boundaries of the Foot-
hillsô (Stoneybrook) "Growth Center" were never to be expanded past their current 
point.  In order for this property to be developed at a greater intensity than allowed under 

an agricultural designation (1 unit per 10 
acres), the original Agreement would have to 
be amended to expand the growth center 
and include his property. If this goes forward 
and the request is approved, the new zoning 
would then set the precedent for the remain-
der of Hwy 441 to apply for growth center 
inclusion and then develop in the same way.   
 
Highlights from his plan, which is being de-
scribed as the ñquaint villageò look, are: com-
mercial buildings with residential on upper 
floors; apartments and condos not single-
family homes; tying into the Mount Dora 

ñRails to Trailsò biking path if/when the trail is completed; and an important emphasis will 
be placed on landscaping. It was indicated that a large drugstore chain has been inter-
ested in locating here, and outside sources indicate that it is most likely a CVS.   

I would like to mention that the property was purchased by the current owner after the final 
agreement in 2003 was reached and that he actively participated in the hearings limiting 
the growth center.  Maybe he thought we would all go away once the dust settled and that 
no one would be there in 2009 to oppose his plans.  So, get ready with your ñTangerineò 
shirts é. Here are the tentative dates for the community meeting and public hearings as 
presented by the ñParks of Mount Doraò development team:

Latest Trend in New Homes: Smal ler is  Bet ter  

According to CNNMoney.com, for the first time in almost 15 years, the size of new homes 
built in the United States is shrinking with new homes that are 7% smaller which equate 
to one average sized room. The median square footage of new homes fell to 2,065 
square feet in the first three months of this year, compared with the same period last 

year, according to the U.S. Census Bureau. 
   
Approximately 100 years ago, simple bungalows supplanted elaborate Victorian homes as the design choice for 
many Americans, and the current shrinking trend is similar to what occurred then. 
 
Where I work in Winter Park as well as in Tangerine, over the last year Iôve seen a complete end to spec homes, and 
many residents are opting to remodel or add a small addition rather than demolish and build a new home.  We have 
seen some continuation in some of the larger homes in certain areas of Winter Park in spite of the economy.  Owners 
and their builders of some of these larger scale homes (8,000 to 12,000 square feet) are moving ahead with plans to 
build their home particularly because the cost of construction is down.  One designer stated that among their industry 
they are down to 10 to 20% of their normal workload.  
 
In Orange County, there are over 38,000 dwelling units that are currently approved to be built in various develop-
ments throughout the County.  Despite this fact, various developers continue to press ahead with land use change 
requests in the County to allow more developments in order to establish their development rights on parcels of land 
prior to the potential passage of Hometown Democracyôs Proposed State Constitutional Amendment on next yearôs 
ballot. In Winter Park, there are no major tracts of land available to request new subdivisions, however, although 
building activity has significantly slowed down due to the economy, I foresee redevelopment to continue to change 
the face of older homes in Winter Park for many years to come.  This is why having appropriate controls on the mass 
and scale of homes in residential neighborhoods is essential in a manner that balances private property rights with 
well designed home building regulations.

Yes, we have a patrol car now but we need people to 
help drive it. Part of the problem for residents signing 
up for the program is the travel distance to take the 

classes since the Sheriffôs office is located on Colonial Drive at John Young Parkway. 
In light of that, the COP coordinator for the Sheriffôs department stated that she would 
teach the classes for Tangerine at the Sheriffôs Apopka sub-station. However, in order 
for her to do that, we need eight people to sign up. 

   The vast majority of neighborhoods with this program are staffed with retirees, and those who have the 
time to patrol at different times during the day. The magic number is 10 people to adequately patrol our 
area. We currently have one person certified and another in training. So, 8 more will do the trick. 
   Citizens On Patrol is easy and non-confrontational. At no time are you to enforce the law. The only re-
sponsibility is to inform the law of suspicious situations. Just seeing the patrol car on the move adds a 
deterrent for would-be criminals. 

Go to the middle of the 
page where it says ñVolunteer Opportunitiesò, then click were he says ñClick  hereò to begin your volun-
teer application process.ò 
   Youôll get a free medical exam, get to race a car around orange cones, tour the communication center, 
and learn about hazardous materials, as well as learn facets of law enforcement.

Orange 
County confirmed that this matter is scheduled to go before the 
Countyôs Code Enforcement Board on September 14, where they have 
the authority to issue an order requiring compliance by either totally bringing the building up to code or 
demolishing the building.
